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Our world now faces an unprecedented global pandemic from the novel coronavirus,
COVID-19.

Public Health Update — Coronavirus (COVID-19)

The La Verne Fire Department is closely monitoring information regarding the
Coronavirus. We encourage the community to follow the preventative actions from
the LA County Public Health and the Centers for Disease Control to help prevent the
spread of the virus.

Like other respiratory illnesses, such as influenza, the coronavirus is most commonly
spread to others from an infected person who has symptoms. Common symptoms
are:

e Fever

e Cough

e Difficulty breathing
e Severe illness
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Coronavirus is typically spread the following ways:

e Droplets produced through coughing and sneezing

e Close personal contact, such as caring for an infected person

e Touching an object or surface with the virus on it, then touching your mouth,
nose, or eyes before washing your hands.

Prevention is KEY

The best way to prevent illness is to avoid being exposed to this virus. However, as a
reminder, CDC always recommends everyday preventive actions to help prevent the
spread of respiratory diseases, including:

e Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth.

e Stay home when you are sick.

e Cover your cough or sneeze with a tissue, then throw the tissue in the trash.

e Clean and disinfect frequently touched objects and surfaces using a regular
household cleaning spray or wipe.

e Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds. If soap
and water are not readily available, use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer with
at least 60% alcohol. Always wash hands with soap and water if hands are
visibly dirty.
