A Street Reopening 
After being closed for several months, A Street was re-opened at the rail. During this closure new rail tracks 
were installed for the light rail, the freight track was relocated, and utility underground work was completed, 
along with several other safety and roadway improvements. Minor modifications and improvements are still 
needed in the area to increase clarity for motorists while entering intersections. These efforts are expected to 
be completed in the coming weeks.  

 
 
Progress on Street Improvement Projects 
The Public Works Department continues to move forward with street improvement and repair projects it 
established in summer 2021. Following the pavement resurfacing project, the department kicked off the 
Pavement Rehabilitation Project, which includes pavement repairs on Dover, Durward, Monterey, 6th and 7th 
Streets. The project is currently underway and expected to be completed by the end of the month.  
 
Along with the pavement rehabilitation projects, restoration of sidewalks that were damaged as a result of 
uprooted trees during the recent windstorm is expected to be completed within the next month.
