Executive Order

With California rainfall is at historic lows resulting in another dry year, Governor Gavin Newsom issued an
Executive Order (N-10-21) on July 8, 2021, calling on all Californians to voluntarily reduce their water use by
15 percent from their 2020 levels. The State Water Resources Control Board (Water Board) will begin tracking
and reporting monthly on the State’s progress toward achieving a 15-percent reduction in statewide urban
water use as compared to 2020 use.
